
The South Lemhi School Board, administration, teachers and support staff 
are committed to school improvement.  As a result of district effort, student 
ISAT scores are showing continuous gains.   

Idaho Reading Indicator  (IRI) 

Idaho State Department of Education implemented the IRI in 2004 
for the purpose of helping teachers determine how primary grade
( K-3) students are progressing with their reading skills.  A score of 
3 means the student has reached the skill level expected at the 
time of testing, a score of 2 means the skill is emerging, and a 
score 1 means the child needs intensive instruction to catch up with 
his or her peers.  The IRI was given three times during the school 
year: fall, winter and spring.  The skills tested measures an organ-
ized hierarchal, with oral reading (R-CBM) representing the "true" 
outcome of general word-level reading skill, letter sounds repre-
senting students' letter knowledge about alphabetic principles, and 
letter names representing the most basic skill, print awareness.

GRADUATION RATE 

Our state goal is for at least 90 
percent of students to graduate 
from high school. One hundred 
(100%) of the Class 2010 
graduated. One hundred per-
cent (100%) of all 2010 gradu-
ates demonstrated basic skills 
proficiency by passing ISAT 
testing and meeting state and 
local graduation requirements.   

DISTRICT’S TEST RESULTS   

Each year the progress of our 
district toward state and federal 
academic goals is monitored. 
Under this monitoring, our dis-
trict made Adequate Yearly 
Progress in 2009-010.  To pro-
tect the privacy of individual 
students, results for groups of 
less than 10 students or with 
percentages greater than 95% 
or less than 5% will not be 
reported.  South Lemhi School 
District #292 scores are in-
cluded in state totals.  No 
South Lemhi School District 
#292 schools were designated 
as needing improvement ac-
cording to NCLB legislation.

One component 

of the ISAT required for high 

school graduation is the 10th 

grade test in reading, language 

usage, and mathematics. Profi-

ciency on the 10th grade ISAT 

verifies that an Idaho student 

has met Idaho standards in 

reading, language usage, and 

mathematics. 
Academic proficiency is more 

than test scores. Competency 

in reading, language usage, 

mathematics, and science is 

the goal for every child. In ac-

cordance with No Child Left 

Behind, the ISAT measures 

proficiency in four key areas: 

reading, language usage, 

mathematics, and science.

OUR  SCHOOLS 
 

South Lemhi School District # 292 is 
a small rural school district that 
provides a unique educational ex-
perience for each student.  With an 
enrollment of approximately 80 pre-
school to grade 12 students, class 
sizes range from 2 to 10.  District 
#292 consists of four programs:  
Tendoy Elementary, Leadore Ele-
mentary, Leadore Middle School, 

and Leadore High School.   

Leadore Elementary is organized in 
combination classrooms Grades K-
2, and Grades 3-5.  Library, PE & 
Music supplement content standards 
instruction.  Reading and Language 
Arts were the focus of elementary 
instruction during 2009-2010 with full 
implementation of a new reading  

and language arts program. 

Tendoy is a traditional multi-grade 
one- room schoolhouse with an 
enrollment of 7-10 pre-school 
through grade 5.  Parent volunteers 
and community participation are 
important elements of  the Tendoy 

educational experience.  

Leadore Middle School Grade 6-8  
students are taught by subject area 
specialists.  Jr High students can 
play volleyball, basketball & track, as 
well as, take part in high school 
activities, assemblies, field  trips & 

organizations 

Leadore High School is Northwest 
Accredited and offers a full range of 
class offerings and extra-curricular 
activities.  Students have opportuni-
ties for career exploration, college 
visitations, and a variety of local 

interest field trips.

#292 teachers are highly qualified. 

 Leadore teachers have multiple teaching 

assignments for which they are certified.   As 
teachers add teaching endorsements, they 
have three years under letters of authoriza-
tion to complete the endorsement.  During 
this time, teachers are under the direct su-
pervision of mentors and the administration. 

 District 292 with collaboration of teachers 

has begun implementation of a teacher 
evaluation system consistent with the Char-
lotte Danielson Framework.  

 

ISAT Summary 

In 2009-2010, 100% of 3rd, 4th, 7th, 8th & 10th graders attending 
Tendoy and Leadore Elementary scored advanced or proficient 
on  Reading, Language Usage, Math & Science.  Grades 5 students 
were having difficulty with math and science; while grade 6 
needed additional support with reading, math and language usage.  
Some Grade 9 students will need to build skills in math and lan-
guage usage.  This district provides academic support for students 
scoring less than proficient and teachers target instruction to 
improve student performance.  ISAT tutoring is available for  
secondary students.
